
Over the past year, there has been a lot of
controversy surrounding many of the deci-
sions made and actions taken by the then
Executive Committee of the Tennessee
Walking Horse Breeders and Exhibitor’s
Association (TWHBEA).  Several of our
GWHEA members are also involved with
TWHBEA, and had the opportunity to ex-
press their opinions in the Ambler during
2007.  In November and December of
2007, the TWHBEA annual election was
held, a new Executive Committee was put
in place, and a lot of changes have taken
place within TWHBEA as a result.  Now
that things have settled down a little, we
feel that it’s time to bring you an update
about what is currently taking place within
TWHBEA.  Why is this important?  Because
all of us are associated with the Tennessee
Walking Horse; therefore, what takes place
within the breed registry will eventually
affect all of us in some way!

Election Results
On October 17, 2007, the election results
were announced for the TWHBEA 2007
Annual Board of Directors and Proposed
Bylaws Changes (actual results can be
seen on the TWHBEA website at the follow-
ing URL:http://www.twhbea.com/News/
TWHBEA_Annual_Election_2007_October_17_2
007_Official_Results.pdf )

Many new board members were elected,
and all proposed bylaw amendments were
defeated.  Then, at the December 1st

meeting, the newly-elected National Board
of Directors elected a new Executive Com-
mittee who will be responsible for guiding
the operations of TWHBEA for 2008.  Your
National Directors from Georgia are Martha
Branson, Sally Fleck, Mike Inman and Dr.
Linda Jones. Mike Inman will also serve on
the Executive Committee as the VP of Fis-
cal Administration.
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Challenges for 2008
Unfortunately, TWHBEA is facing serious
challenges to bring the organization
back to operational and financial viabil-
ity. The organization is in need of people
who are interested in helping with the
various sub-committees and programs.
Please contact Mike Inman or Dr. Jones
if you would like to find out how to get
involved.  Also, TWHBEA is urging peo-
ple who might have been holding off
with registrations, transfers, and Voice
advertising to help the organization re-
cover financially by proceeding with
those transactions now.  In fact, the
Executive Committee voted to establish
the amnesty programthat eliminates
the late penalties associated with regis-
trations and transfers of Tennessee
Walking Horses for the period of Decem-
ber 15, 2007 through March 1, 2008.
By taking this action, TWHBEA wants to
stress the importance of maintaining the
integrity of the Registry and the value of
proper papers.  The following press re-
lease summarizes other actions taken
by the new executive committee.

TWHBEA Press Release-- December
15, 2007
The executive committee of the Tennes-
see Walking Horse Breeders’ and Exhibi-
tors’ Association (TWHBEA) met today
at the association headquarters. In the
two weeks since their election, execu-
tive committee members have been
meeting with TWHBEA staff and review-
ing documents to assess the associa-
tion’s financial position and determine
which issues should be addressed.

The executive committee took action on
the following items:

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-  The TWHBEA sanctioning plan has been rescinded,
however TWHBEA will continue their status as an
HIO.

- Stan Butt has been hired as interim executive direc-
tor to transition the duties of Chuck Cadle during the
remainder of his term. Butt was previously the editor
of the Voice Magazine and will serve as executive
director until the position is filled on a permanent
basis.

- The executive committee accepted the resignation
of Kristy Lane, effective immediately.

- The executive committee voted to no longer retain
the services of attorney Craig Evans. They will nego-
tiate with Evans regarding his position as HIO liaison.

-  TWHBEA will combine efforts with the Walking
Horse Owners’ Association (WHOA) to promote the
Tennessee Walking Horse Academy Program and host
the 2008 Winter Tournaments. More information on
the joint academy program will be released by WHOA
in the coming weeks.

“This is an important time for our association,” said
David Pruett, president. “I wish we weren’t in this fi-
nancial position, but unfortunately we’re having to
make some tough decisions. I commend every member
of this executive committee for their diligence and
commitment to putting our association on a sound fi-
nancial track.”

The Tennessee Walking
Horse Breeders' and Exhibi-
tors' AssociationSM
(TWHBEASM), headquar-
tered in Lewisburg, Tenn., is
the oldest and most prestig-
ious organization devoted to
the promotion and protec-
tion of the breed. Founded
in 1935, the breed registry
was established to record
the pedigrees of the Ten-
nessee Walking Horse. Its goal is to maintain the purity
of the breed, to promote greater awareness of the Ten-
nessee Walking Horse and its qualities, to encourage
expansion of the breed and to help assure its general
welfare.

2008 has arrived, thankfully, and
again in 2008,  the Tennessee
Walking Horse industry will face
many challenges and hopefully will
achieve many accomplishments.

At our first Board meeting of the
new year, our three new Board

members, Frank Shelton, Carl Bledsoe and Joey Tidwell
where welcomed and participated in a lively discussion
pertaining to several subjects. I also want to thank
Jerry Cole and Sally Fleck for their years of untiring
dedication and service to the GWHEA.  Additionally, I
want to thank Mike Inman for accepting the appoint-
ment to fill a vacated board possession after the alter-
nates list was exhausted.

Where do we go in "08"? We will have a TRAIL RIDE
this year if you will support Kathy Zeis and her commit-
tee. That means helping her put this event together
and taking part in the ride. The first new event is al-
ways the hardest to get off the
ground.

Starting in "08" you will no longer have to turn in your
High Point sheets for calculating and determining High-
Point Awards. This task will be done and published on
our web site on an ongoing basis thoughout the show
season. However, all other rules associated with the
high point awards program will remain effect.  So don’t
forget to join by the March 15th deadline, because you
must be a member at the time of a show for points to
count for that show.

We have received confirmation for almost all of our
twelve Horse Shows for the 2008 show season, starting
with the Oak Mountain Academy Show April 12, 2008.

I sincerely hope your participation in the GWHEA con-
tinues to grow— enabling us to continue to grow this
organization and promote this wonderful Breed!

The Walking Horse Owners’ Association (WHOA) and
the Tenneseee Walking Horse Breeders’ and Exhibitors’
Association (TWHBEA) have announced that they will
be co-sponsoring the 2008 Tennessee Walking Horse
Academy Program. Shows that were previously sched-
uled by each association will now be hosted under the
joint WHOA/TWHBEA banner.

A total of nine shows will be held throughout the winter
with the Academy Championship Show scheduled for
March 22nd, during the National Walking Horse Train-
ers’ Show, at Calsonic Arena in Shelbyville, Tennessee.

This year’s academy show circuit will kick off on Janu-
ary 5th in Bowling Green, KY, with other shows sched-
uled in Kentucky, Tennessee and North Carolina. There
is also a lucrative incentive program for riding instruc-
tors who bring students to the shows. The instructor
with the most total students participating will receive a
$2,000 award, second place will receive $1,500 and
third place will receive $1,000.

The purpose of the Academy Program is to create an
enjoyable and affordable division for the beginning
rider.  Horses must be registered TWH’s, mares or
geldings only, and may only be used as school mounts.
Riders do not have to wear formal show attire, but
must adhere to basic dress standards and both horse
and rider must present a neat and clean image.  Acad-
emy shows consist of Performance classes, Pleasure
classes, and Equitation classes, with all divisions en-
couraged to offer canter classes.
